9.  Identify the other elements that work in the executive branch besides the President (i.e. the White House Staff, the Vice-President) and their duties.

10. Discuss the importance of the War Powers Resolution of 1973.

11.  Describe the Presidential powers, the sources of those powers, and the legislative and judicial checks on those powers.

12.  Describe the different roles the President has to play.  

13.  Explain the relationship between President and the bureaucracy- both his influence over them and the limits on those influences. 

14.  Describe the creation and structure of the federal bureaucracy.  
15.  Identify the different types of jurisdiction that affect the Supreme Court’s caseload.  

16.  Describe the process by which a case goes through the Supreme Court.  

17.  Describe what the Constitution says about the federal courts. 
18.  Explain the different between judicial activism and judicial restraint.  

19.  Identify the checks the Supreme Court has on the other two branches, and the checks those two branches have on the Supreme Court.  

20.  Explain the structure of the federal courts, and the reasoning behind that structure.
